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The Community of Angle met on 16 th October 2007 at a Community Workshop to review the  
Action Plan and celebrate past achievements.  A num ber of new proposals have been added to 

the Action Plan, achievements listed and the progre ss of existing projects noted.  The 
revisions were circulated around the community and the revised action plan was agreed at a 

Public Meeting on 12 th March 2008. 
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INTRODUCTION AND WAY FORWARD 
 
The intention of the 2008 Action Plan for Angle is to describe proposals identified by 
local people for implementation over the next few years. The overall objective is to 
improve the quality of life in the community by enhancing the appearance of the 
area, by improving the economy, including tourism and agriculture, and by 
strengthening and diversifying its attractions for all residents and visitors.  It is also 
the intention that any proposals described in the Action Plan are progressed in a 
manner which is environmentally sustainable and which strengthen the sense of 
community in and around Angle. 
 
The various contributors realise that progress can best be achieved through 
discussion and partnership as many of the proposals involve different land or 
property ownerships, separate interests and various sources of funding. Although 
some of the proposals are relatively small scale, they are likely to be of substantial 
benefit to significant groups within the resident population. In other instances the 
changes suggested are of a larger scale and may have major impact on a wider 
range of interests. 
 
It is hoped that the projects described in this report will be achieved as quickly as 
practical with the various partners working in unison to design, fund and implement 
schemes. 
 
THE ACTION PLAN AREA 
  
Angle is the most south-western community in Wales.  To one side of the village lies 
West Angle Bay, to the other the more sheltered East Angle Bay with its tidal 
causeway, to the north the Milford Haven Waterway and to the south a ridge beyond 
which there are views over the Bristol Channel.    
 
Surviving Medieval buildings amid a well-preserved strip-field system indicate an 
early and important coastal settlement, which had a sheltered bay and was 
surrounded by fertile land.  "The linear village was ambitiously redeveloped at the 
turn of the 20th Century after a brickworks was established circa 1880 by the 
philanthropic Mirehouse family of the Hall".  (Source:- Buildings of Wales - 
Pembrokeshire).  

 
To the east the chimneys and storage tanks of the oil refineries dominate the skyline.  
 
Angle lies approximately 8 miles west of Pembroke.  The population is about 235 
with approximately 30% of this figure forming a young persons element. 
 
The whole of the village lies within the Pembrokeshire Coast National Park (PCNP).  
The National Park Authority (NPA) is the local planning authority; it also prepares a 
Management Plan for the Park.    
 
 
BACKGROUND TO THE 2008 ACTION PLAN 
 
After discussions between Angle Community Council and SPARC (South 
Pembrokeshire Partnership for Action with Rural Communities - the forerunner of 
PLANED) it was agreed in 1992 that an Action Plan would be prepared for Angle - 
principally under the auspices of the Village Hall Committee.      
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One of the recommendations of the first Plan was that a Community Association was 
formed and therefore over recent years the Action Plan has been managed by the 
Angle Action Group which has representation from local groups including the village 
hall. 
 
In view of the number of proposals accomplished since 1992 it was considered by 
the Action Group and PLANED that a fresh look should be taken of the village   
 
In November 2004 the Action Group and PLANED discussed proposals to prepare a 
second Action Plan for Angle.  
 
The intention when preparing, adopting and implementing Action Plans has been to 
involve all ages and representatives from the various sections of the community.  
 
With this objective in mind, the three workshops which formed the first part of the 
2005 Community Visioning Exercise, included a special Youth Visioning Workshop 
and these contributions were incorporated into the 2005 Plan. 
 
In the summer of 2007 it was agreed by the Action Group and PLANED to review the 
2005 Plan in the light of increasing interest in ensuring that proposals already 
identified were delivered and managed in an environmentally sustainable way and at 
the same time give an opportunity for the community to introduce any new projects.    
 
The Sustainability Workshop, “Shaping Our Futures”, was organised for the same 
evening as the Angle Action Group’s AGM as it was seen as an ideal opportunity to  

·  Celebrate the many achievements since the 1992 and 2005 Action Plans  
·  Consider how to advance the remaining projects identified in the 2005 Plan 

and  
·  Incorporate any new ideas. 

 
It was hoped in particular that the workshop, which took place in October 2007, 
would strengthen the community’s understanding and enthusiasm for sustainable 
living both by helping the community to become more self-sufficient, healthy and 
energy conscious and to deliver projects identified in the Action Plan in a more 
sustainable manner.  
 
Angle Youth Club produced an exhibition of photographs called ‘Faces and Places of 
Angle’ and some of those images were included in the invitations to all households in 
the community and on posters to encourage participation in the event.  
  
The format centred on encouraging those present to be more aware of issues 
concerning environmental, economic and community sustainability initially from a 
global or national perspective and then of a more local application of the principals 
and practice of sustainability.  
 
Working in groups and then reporting back towards the end of the Workshop allowed 
a wider range of aspects of sustainability to be considered and for participants to 
become involved in the delivery of those proposals in the Action Plan which 

·  particularly appealed to them and reflected the sustainability theme of the 
Workshop and  

·  the possibilities of integrating the identified projects with other activities or 
proposals. 
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It was considered that the Workshop reinforced the strong sense of community at 
Angle where a lot of activities took place and which was regarded as both a friendly 
and safe environment.   The importance of the quality of the setting and the general 
peace of the area was also considered an important context for any proposals.    
 
Achievements 1995 - 2008. 
 
The following are the principal achievements since the 1992 Action Plan.  
 
Community 

·  Formation of the Angle Action Group (the Forum)  
·  Revival of the Angle Carnival and Regatta. 
·  Development of youth activities.  
·  Strengthening of existing local committees including the Village Hall 

Association and the Angle Heritage Society.  
·  Additional activities in the village hall.  
·  Local first aid classes  
·  Improvements to the quality of local policing.  

 
Communications 

·  The availability of Broadband.  
·  Computer classes are available  
·  The Newsletter (A Different Angle) has recommenced.  
·  Village events and activities are more effectively advertised. 

 
Waste Disposal and Recycling. 

·  Compost bins have recently been distributed by the County Council. 
·  The Orange Bag Scheme has been applied to Angle (for the separate 

collection of paper, card, cans, and certain types of plastic). 
·  Recycling sites have recently been created 

o for paper near the Hibernia Inn and  
o for tins and glass near West Angle Bay. 

 
Site and Buildings Improvements. 

·  The Dove Cote, Windmill and Clock Tower have been restored 
·  St Mary's Church has been re-roofed. 
·  Village Hall Committee Room refurbished and access to the hall improved.  

Public toilets and entrance have been done. 
·  Chapel Bay Fort is in process of being made into a visitor attraction.  
·  Some on-shore support facilities have been developed. 
 

Heritage 
·  A History Society had been formed and is active. 
·  Heritage site plaques and interpretation boards have been designed and 

erected 
·  A History / Heritage leaflet produced. 
·  An Angle Trail has been identified.  
 

Highways 
·  Additional pavements have been laid / pavements upgraded. 
·  New street lighting has been installed. 
·  The 30 mph speed restriction applied. 
·  The Highway Authority is 'top trimming' roadside hedges during the summer. 
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Transport 

·  PCC have undertaken a survey of local transport needs  
·  The Coastal Cruiser bus service introduced with its provision for wheelchairs 

and surfboards.  The service has recently been improved. (The Coastal 
Cruiser serves as the next best thing to a Community Minibus).  

·  Improvements have been made to the NPA car park at West Angle Bay. 
 
Housing 
·  Pembrokeshire Housing Association has constructed 6 properties for rent.  

 
Environment. 
PCNPA have improved the quality of the Rights of Way network - including -  
·  Upgrades to some sections of the Coast Path and access to the Thorne 

Island viewpoint.  
·  Stiles have been replaced by gates. 
·  A Walking Leaflet has been produced. 
·  Accompanied walks have been operated by PCNPA in the Angle area. 
·  Angle Conservation Area has been designated.  
·  Daffodils have been planted by the road signs to Angle and along the 

roadsides.   
 

Public Services 
·  The reliability of the power electricity supply to Angle has been improved. 

 
ACTION PLAN 2008 PROPOSALS. 
 
The production of reviewed Action Plan will give the area an agreed programme for 
community development in terms of improvements to the infrastructure and to the 
social life of its residents.  
 
COMMUNITY FACILITIES, ACTIVITIES & COMMUNICATION. 
 
Commentary  
The relative isolation of Angle and the variety of economic activities that have taken 
place in the area including agriculture, fishing, brick making, lime kilns, refineries, 
sailing and latterly tourism have created a population with a diverse background, a 
strong sense of community and degree of self-reliance.  The importance and 
energies of the Mirehouse family over a number of generations is reflected in the 
local architecture and in the general ambiance of the village. 
 
St Mary's Church, the village school, village hall and football fields reflect the 
importance placed by residents on meeting their spiritual, social and recreational 
needs. 
 
The village has a tradition of organising community events including sports days, 
dances and regattas, as well as supporting local organisations.  
 
The decline of interest in community centred activities combined with recent changes 
to the population profile, as younger people leave the village and the number of 
holiday or second homes increase, is resulting in threats to the viability of activities 
and events.  Unless this trend is reversed, it could lead to the possible closure of the 
school, the play area or the Church.  
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Opportunities to provide and develop watersports in a safe, controlled and learning 
environment for all age ranges was one of the proposals considered in more detail. 
 
The increasing attraction of Angle for watersports requires a more considered 
approach to both the management of the current mooring regime and the 
development of support facilities, for example dinghy and car parking areas, as well 
as provision for coastal rowing, surfboarding and canoeing. 
 
The community realise that whilst all proposed activities may not make a profit an 
important benefit will be the community bonding that is generated.  
 
Two of the key elements in raising community awareness and participation in various 
occasions and events are through the energies of local leadership and by 
advertising.  It is important that the whole population benefits from the interest shown 
in the Action Plan workshops and converts that interest into delivering the various 
proposals.   
 
The recent access to Broadband technology and the availability of IT training should 
increase the feasibility of Angle based employment and give access to information 
and services that will hopefully to mitigate the perceived isolation of the village.  
 
ONGOING AND NEW PROPOSALS  (new are in bold).  

 
Community Facilities 
 
1. Village Hall.   
In conjunction with the Village Hall 
Association, prepare a programme of 
ongoing refurbishment with estimated 
costs to make the hall more attractive to 
existing and potential users and to meet 
any new health and safety and access 
requirements. 

 
·  Review the licensing situation, including the possibility of serving alcohol.  
·  Upgrade and maintain the area to the rear (See Environment).  
 

2. Insurance.  Liase with other village communities and comparable sports 
organisations, for example carnivals, sailing, rowing, football clubs, to develop 
best value cover for a variety of recreational and social events. 

 
3.  Angle School and St Mary's Church.    

·  In association with the School and Church organisations, promote and 
adapt to cater for a broader range of activities within both venues. 

 
4.  Continue to promote additional activities to augment use of the hall, school or 

church by existing organisations and thereby increase revenue for running 
costs, maintenance and improvements, for example  
·  Dancing, including line dancing. 
·  Computer classes.  
·  Crèche or nursery school or mother and toddler / play group with the 

necessary associated play equipment and with a competent person in 
charge.  

·  Youth Club, appoint a Youth Leader and acquire some equipment, for 
example table tennis.  
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·  All ages exercise groups with the necessary equipment. 
·  Short mat bowls.  
·  Meetings of the Heritage / History Group.  
 

5.  Play area / park.   
·  undertake a survey of existing and potential users  
·  review the existing equipment and 
·  install new equipment and / or replace existing successful equipment, for 

example 'monkey bars'. 
·  ensure the park is maintained in an attractive manner. 

 
6.  Football club pitches and facilities.     

·  Increase use by introducing rugby, girls touch rugby, a girls football team 
and cricket and  

·  identify a site for skateboarding. 
 
7. Watersports –The opportunity to liaise with established waterspo rts centres, 
for example the Pembrokeshire Activity Centre, the Stackpole Activity Centre 
and local yacht clubs was seen as an advantage.  They may be opportunities for 
employment creation arising from increased activities leading to greater use of the 
shop, need for accommodation etc. 

 
With assistance of the Sports Council for Wales, prepare a strategy with 
estimated costs for the continuous improvement of watersports and other sports 
activities at Angle, including - 

·  Provision of additional mooring facilities at East Angle Bay by reviewing 
existing management arrangements. 

7. Reconstruction of the former quay at the southern shore. 
8. Examine the feasibility of installing floating pontoons - particularly 

important for launching and recovering coastal rowing boats.  
9. Developing more on-shore support facilities including a dinghy and car 

park.  
10. Developing a watersports instruction programme which could instil a 

respect for water and the coastal environment  and promote canoeing, 
coastal rowing and sailing and attract sponsorship to encourage 
participation and competition. 

11. Organise village teams to participate in watersports - sailing, coastal 
rowing, pulling boat etc as part of the Pembrokeshire league system and 
as the basis for local regattas. 

12. Identify a site and erect a surfboard storage hut at West Angle.  
 
The above training and instruction aspects could be undertaken in conjunction 
with any proposals for the establishment of a Youth Club in Angle.  

 
13. BBQ.    

·  Identify a site to construct a BBQ area at West Angle Bay and / or at East 
Angle. 

 
  Community Activities 

1. Strengthen the Angle Action Group, which will continue to meet on a regular 
basis to support implementation of the Action Plan and encourage wider 
community engagement.  The Group will 
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·  focus the energies and skills of residents to maintain and develop the 
community and, where appropriate, form  subgroups to take forward 
aspects of the Plan e.g. history, environment, youth etc.   

 
·  invite representatives of other organisations to meetings as and when 

appropriate, for example Angle Community Council, NPA, Pembrokeshire 
County Council, the Local Health Board, RNLI to assist in delivering the 
proposals. 

 
·  promote and expand a community events programme.  

  
·  form an Events Sub-group to develop and publicise business and 

community events in and around Angle. 
 

·  encourage participation by the whole community by reviving former 
activities or developing new.  For example 
a. The Angle Carnival and Regatta 
b. Mayday Parade 
c. Donkey Derby.  

 
·  re-establish & develop Youth 

Activities.  
o As a subgroup of the Community 

Forum, develop and publicise a 
programme of activities 

o Improve liaison with other organisations, for example the Princes Trust 
etc 

o Attract suitable youth workers within the local community and establish 
links with neighbouring communities to ensure continuity and 
sustainability. 

 
Links between the Youth Club and users of existing clubs, facilities and 
activities should lead to a greater continuity in membership and activities 
already undertaken in and around Angle. 
 
·  help strengthen local committees e.g. The Village Hall Association or the 

Angle History Society by introducing new members and by encouraging 
new groups to form and use the existing sites and buildings and their 
improved facilities.   

  
 COMMUNICATION 
 
1. Continue with the newsletter (A Different Angle), which will involve compiling, 

publishing and distribution.  Clubs and individuals to assist by preparing 
articles and assisting with distribution.   

 
2. Continue to place information about events and activities on notice boards 

and posters around the village - additional boards are required.  
 
4. Improve knowledge and use of IT with the continued delivery of adult learning 

(computer classes) at the village hall or school.  
 
5. A range of guides to Angle, including local walks, could be compiled and 

printed with copies being held in the shop, the village hall, school and pubs 
and cafe. 
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ENVIRONMENT including rights of way, waste disposal/ recycling 
 
Commentary 
Angle village and its general location are particularly attractive.  The village is sited at 
the western end of the Castlemartin peninsular and has a variety of views over the 
entrance to the Daugleddau and of rolling fields and woodlands.    
 
The quality of the setting and diversity of the associated natural environment is 
reflected in the number of landscape and marine conservation designations including 
that of National Park, Sites of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI) and Special Area of 
Conservation.  
 
The existing network of paths centred on the Pembrokeshire Coast Path and running 
along cliff edges, sandy bays and the tidal East Angle Bay, attracts a large number 
of visitors to the area.  Improving the quality of these paths and increasing the 
access to historic sites is seen as one way of raising the profile of the tourist industry 
and, by implication, benefit the local economy.  
 
There is interest in publishing a history book for Angle which would encourage use of 
paths to visit the sites. Additional benefits include increasing opportunities for 
enjoyable exercise, using local materials and attracting visitors. 

 
There is increasing awareness of the need to properly manage the production and 
disposal of waste and therefore an interest in developing recycling opportunities.   
The community of Angle has held many discussions regarding the resources 
available and action needed to increase recycling and maintain waste disposal.   
 
The community consider their environment to be precious and a valuable resource 
for local people and visitors to the area. A number of community-based initiatives 
have been identified to improve waste management including education, adequate 
provision of facilities and equipment. 
 
Litter left by residents, visitors and their pets can mar the appearance of the village 
and nearby beach. Efforts are required to limit such occurrences. 
 
 
EXISTING & NEW PROPOSALS ( new in bold) 
 
1. Work with NPA to develop the attraction of Angle for visitors who appreciate 

its unique qualities.  The range of attractions includes the coastal and rural 
scenery and the variety of marine and land based wild life.  

 
2. In liaison with NPA, the Field Studies Council and the County Council, 

promote the educational opportunities resulting from Angle's range of natural 
environments.  Such activities would be possible all year round and would 
assist Angle’s economy.  

 
3. Request that the NPA continue to improve the accessibility of rights of way 

(and any permissive paths) to encourage recreational walking.  Improved 
accessibility could include 
·  improving the surface and reducing the gradients to assist easier walking 

and possible scooter or wheelchair access. 
·  incorporating 'dog release gates' into remaining stiles. 
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Priority to be given to those paths which lead to points of interest on the 
proposed heritage trails. 
 

4. Request that the Highway Authority (and where appropriate the Environment 
Agency) undertake measures that will reduce or eliminate flooding by the 
stream as it passes though the village.  

 
5. Request that the PCNPA to review the coverage and effectiveness of Tree 

Preservation Orders to ensure that only justified felling takes place - with the 
appropriate replanting.  

 
6. Discuss with the PCNPA and the Environment Agency whether any clearance 

of seaweed in West Angle Bay is justified.  
 
7. .   Consider the installation of flood lighting to               
illuminate St Mary's, the fortified tower house and the Nunnery. 
 
8. . .Complete works to the garden to the rear of the     .     village 
hall and make it more attractive for use by   .  The community. 
Include  access for all and  growing local plants and 
produce.  
 
 
Waste & Recycling: 
 

1. Request that PCC empty the paper bank more frequently.  
 
2. Request the County Council to circulate more inform ation on waste 

reduction and recycling.  
 
3. Request PCC to erect 'No Dog Fouling' notices at key points, for example at 

access points to beaches, car parks etc.  
 
4. Request that PCC and PCNPA provide additional litter bins at West Angle and 

elsewhere within the village, for example in the park, for the deposit of general 
litter and any dog mess.  

 
5. Request PCC to redevelop the public toilets at West Angle Bay to provide 

disabled facilities.  
 

6. Request that PCC, possibly in conjunction with the Community Council and 
Village Hall Association, open the toilets in the village centre throughout the 
year.  

 
 
HERITAGE AND CULTURE 
 
Commentary 
As a reflection of Angle's strategic position at the gateway to the Haven, the area has 
been of particular importance from a military perspective.  Apart from the Neolithic 
Devil's Quoit, there are a collection of forts dating from the 16th Century onwards 
including East Blockhouse and the three coast defence forts of Thorn Island, Chapel 
Bay and Popton.   In addition there are a number of Medieval buildings, including the 
15th Century Fishermen’s Chapel, a Nunnery and the Old Rectory (a fortified manor 
house).  
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The variety of building styles in the village, particularly those resulting from its circa 
1900 revival, encouraged the NPA to designate a Conservation Area for the historic 
core of Angle in 1997.   
 
ONGOING AND NEW PROPOSALS ( New in bold) 
 
1. Request the Angle History Society to progress a local Heritage Strategy, 

elements of which could incorporate a written history of the village and its setting. 
(Publish a book describing the history of Angle.  
 

2. In partnership with appropriate organisations, for example, Cadw, Cambria 
Archaeology, PCNPA and the Museums Service, conserve key local sites 
including  

·  the former Nunnery. 
·  the recently exposed burial cists near the shore  at West Angle Bay 

(the subject of current excavations) and 
·  support the efforts to conserve the fortifications at Chapel Bay.  

 
3. Improve the accessibility of archaeological  and historic sites. 
 
4. Develop and signpost an Angle Trail or trails of local historical structures and 

buildings. Different themes could encompass fortifications, seafaring or brick 
making.  For example, a Medieval Trail could include the Fortified Manor House, 
the Nunnery, East Blockhouse etc.  A Fortifications Trail could be based on East 
Blockhouse, Chapel Bay Fort and Thorn Island. 

 
5. Install replacement and additional interpretatio n boards or other signing 

describing the function of the building or archaeol ogical remains.  
 
6. Make a video and tape diary of Angle, incorporating historical information of the 

community and local residents’ memories (comparable to the Oral History 
Project at Carew). 

 
 
 
EMPLOYMENT AND TOURISM  
 
Commentary  
With the closure of the brick works and the 
decline in employment in agriculture and 
fishing there has been a need to seek jobs 
elsewhere.   
 
To some extent these have been provided 
at the nearby Chevron Refinery and in 
tourism. There is potential to develop tourism ventures based on the coastal location 
and built heritage of Angle.  
 
 
ONGOING AND NEW PROPOSALS ( new in bold) 
 
1. Encourage the development of tourism accommodation services as  an 
employment generator.  
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2. Promote appropriate tourism in Angle through advertising and further development 
of the village leaflet, including the holding of events and other short term activities 
that will attract visitors. 
 
3. Extend the use of IT and IT training to assist home based employment. 
 
4. Encourage the opening of a cyber café  
 
5. Develop local resources, skills, facilities and the visual appearance of the village 
to increase the level of economic activity in the area, including a number of all year 
round jobs.  The varied local ecology, built heritage and coastal waters to be 
considered as a potential economic resource. 
 
 
HOUSING AND SERVICES 
 
Commentary 
The attraction of Angle as a place to live or visit has brought additional pressures on 
the available housing stock and prices have risen substantially over recent years 
making it very difficult for (young) people associated with the village to find 
accommodation.  
 
Action is required to provide affordable homes to rent and to buy and for those 
homes to be available for local people rather than added to the stock of holiday or 
second homes. 
 
Over recent years, the availability of private transport, changes in economic 
structures and the rising costs of delivering many business and public services has 
meant a decline of doorstep services and the need to travel to nearby towns for 
shopping, health and employment reasons.  
 
 
 
 
ONGOING AND NEW PROPOSALS 
 
Housing 

 
1. Request help from the Planning Authority (PCNPA) and housing providers to: 

  
·  Undertake a local housing needs survey (as and when appropriate) to 

determine the proven demand for low cost housing for rent or sale to local 
residents  

·  Explore options to limit the number of second or holiday homes in the village.  
 
Services 
 
1. Request that the Local Health Board:   

·  Negotiate improved arrangements for medical care, for example a possible 
mobile 'surgery' which would also cater for other communities in the Angle 
peninsular.    

·  Maintain local First Aid classes at the village hall or school. 
 

2.  Meals on Wheels, Luncheon Club arrangements and other social service 
provision.   Develop services to meet local needs of senior citizens. 
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3.  Dyfed-Powys Police - continue to improve local policing.  
 
4. Laundrette.  Request that the Caravan Site owners consider the provision of a 

laundrette for local users as well as visitors. 
 
5. Support and use the local shop and Post Office - act locally. 

 
 
TRANSPORT, ROADS AND TRAFFIC  
 
Commentary 
 
The relative isolation of Angle is particularly demonstrated by the bus service which 
now takes the form of the Coastal Cruiser operating to and from Pembroke Dock via 
Pembroke.  The service means leaving Angle at 10.40 and returning at 16.40 or 
leaving Angle at 16.40 with no opportunity to return that day.    (Winter service end of 
September to early May 2008).  Residents therefore either have to work around this 
very limited service or depend on their own car or shared transport.   
 
Improving the frequency of the Angle bus service is one measure that can counteract 
the growing isolation of residents who have no ready access to private transport.  
 
Angle and its setting attract a large number of visitors who generally pass through 
the village on their way to the beach.  The intermittent provision of pavements, the 
poor quality of street lighting and the inclination of some drivers to exceed the speed 
limit, combine to reduce the attraction of the village for pedestrians.  In addition the 
derestricted length of road to the beach together with the absence of a pavement, 
increase the risk to those who want to walk between the village and the beach or 
enjoy the village when parked at West Angle.  
 
Apart from various measures to improve the safety of pedestrians along the main 
street, a traffic signing system to divert incoming or departing visitor cars along the 
B4320 to the Studdock Farm entrance rather than via the village centre would 
reduce one negative aspect of car related tourism. 
 
Whilst access to the village is by a series of attractive country lanes, the stretches on 
the B4320 where two cars are unable to pass causes frustration on regular journeys. 
Selective improvements should balance perceived road safety issues against 
environmental considerations. 
 
The need to balance required improvements against local character also applies to 
Point Road. 
 
Concentrate on the development of sustainable transport (actions which would 
encourage people to walk, cycle or take public transport rather than depend on the 
private car).   
 
A recent study has been undertaken into the possibility of a waterbus service linking 
various berthing points on the north and south shores of the Haven.  One of the 
possible summertime routes could be from Angle to Dale.  
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ONGOING AND NEW PROPOSALS ( new in bold) 
 
Transport 
 
Any proposals affecting roads and traffic should be progressed in conjunction with 
the County Council as the Highway Authority.  
 
1. PCC continues to monitor local public transport needs and encourages 

operators to increase the frequency and improve the convenience of the 
Coastal Cruiser services.   Improving the service would have the benefit of 
increasing the number of visitors to the area and improving access from Angle 
to shops and services in Pembroke or Pembroke Dock.  

 
2. Explore the creation and management of a car lift-share scheme / community 

bus - possibly in connection with other local communities. (The benefits 
arising from purchasing and operating a community bus was one of the 
projects examined in more detail at the 2007 Sustainability Workshop with 
participants identifying potential users, examples operated elsewhere and the 
reduction of carbon emissions).   

 
3. In consultation with other Haven-side communitie s, the County Council 

and the NPA, progress the identified potential for a waterbus service for 
operation during the summer months.  The 'bus' woul d attract visitors, 
allow occasional fishing trips and generate local i ncome. A pilot route 
could be the service from Angle to Dale .  

 
Roads and Traffic 
 
1. Request that PCC 

·  Continue to improve the quality of local pavements (unifying the different 
surfaces and where appropriate increasing their width) and extend 
their presence through the village - an added benefit being a reduction of 
vehicle speeds within the main street. 

·  Construct a pavement between the village and West Angle Beach to 
improve safety for pedestrians.  

·  Improve the sign for 'Angle' at the entrances to the village. 
·  Increase the number of information signs for pedestrians and motorists.  
·  Construct signage to encourage traffic to use alternative routes. 
·  Determine the standard to which Point Road should be maintained.  
·  Selectively improve the quality of the local roads, particularly the B4320 

and the C class road into and through the village.  Improvements to 
include eliminating the current potholes and provid ing tarmaced pull-
ins to allow traffic to pass more easily. 

·  Improve street lighting. 
·  Explore possible sites for on and off-street parkin g. 
·  Extend the 30mph limit west of the village to the beach car park.  
 

2. Request that Dyfed Powys Police 
·  Install traffic calming measures through the village should speeding 

continue. 
·  spot check respect for the speed restrictions. 
·  Encourage tractors to proceed along village roads a t no more than 20 

mph. 
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IMPLEMENTATION  / ACTIVITY GROUPS 
 
In order that the Action Plan can be progressed effectively it is proposed to form 
special interest Working Groups within the Community Forum, if they do not already 
exist.   
 
The Groups would, in consultation with the relevant providers, for example the 
Highway Authority or the NPA, concentrate on preparing more detailed action 
programmes giving priority and focus on those proposals which are capable of early 
implementation.  
 
The Groups could be centred on (for example)   
 

·  Community services, facilities and communication. 
·  Environment (including rights of way), employment and tourism and waste 

disposal and recycling. 
·  Heritage 
·  Business and employment 
·  Housing and services  
·  Traffic and transport. 

 
It is important that the Groups would: 
 

·  Work within the agreed 
Action Plan and the 
Community Forum, 

·  Work with existing groups 
and organisations - 
especially with young 
people, 

·  Meet on a regular basis,  
·  Keep the broader 

community informed of 
progress.
