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INTRODUCTION AND WAY FORWARD 
 
The intention of this Action Plan for those communities which lie in the 
area of the Carew Community Council is to describe issues and ideas 
identified by residents, which if addressed over the next few years, 
would improve their quality of life. 
 
By preparing the community led Action Plan, which stresses the benefits 
that can be achieved through working together, it is hoped that public 
sector support and funding can be attracted to implement the various 
initiatives described in the Plan.  
 
The intention is to involve all ages and representatives from the various 
sections of the community in the preparation, adoption and 
implementation of the Action Plan. 
 
BACKGROUND TO THE ACTION PLAN 
 
In the spring of 2004 representatives of the community and of PLANED 
discussed proposals to prepare an Action Plan for the area 
corresponding to that of the Carew Community Council, which is one of 
the largest parishes in Wales.  Two Visioning Exercises were held in 
March and an additional Workshop at Redberth in June to encourage a 
more representative involvement of that community.  The results of 
these exercises formed the basis for the first draft of the Action Plan.   
 
It was agreed that a single Plan was more likely to reflect the existing 
conditions and aspirations of the area than separate appraisals and 
proposals for each of the principal villages which was the case in 1993  
when Plans had been separately prepared for Carew / Sageston, for 
Milton and for Redberth.  The Carew Community Association was also 
formed at that time encompassing all the settlements.  
 
Early in 2008, after consultations between Carew Community 
Association and PLANED, it was agreed that ‘Something Special’ 
workshops would be arranged with the aim of updating the 2004 Action 
Plan and adding any new opportunities.  In addition it was suggested 
methods of implementing the existing or new proposals in a sustainable 
way would considered and it was hoped that the workshops would also 
strengthen the community’s understanding and enthusiasm for 
sustainable living.  
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Invitations were sent to all households in the community and posters 
were distributed to encourage a wide participation at the events which 
were held at Carew on 31st March and 9th April 2008.  Local groups and 
societies were encouraged to participate and to have their work on 
show.  
 
The evenings began with participants describing the special qualities of 
the area which led on to the identification of opportunities and proposals 
that would result in improvements to the environment and for the 
associated community.  Throughout the workshops there was emphasis 
on the importance of progressing the various ideas in a sustainable 
manner.  
 
The Carew Youth Group, which on the evening of 16th May comprised 
30 young people between the ages of 8 and 14, met at Carew Church 
Hall to discuss the proposed Action Plan.  The Group identified the ‘best 
and worst bits’ of the area and proposed an ‘avalanche of ideas’.  
 
The results of the community questionnaire have been drawn up into this 
Action Plan, which was circulated to all residents before being discussed 
at a public meeting.  
 
A total of 35 families responded to the community questionnaire 
representing 84 people, 16 of whom are under 17yrsof age. 21 had lived 
in the community for more than 16 years, while 8 had lived in the Carew 
area for between 6-15yrs, the remainder had lived in the community for 
less than 5 years. The original reason for moving to the community in 
the first place if they had not been born there were mainly for the 
environment, to have land or to be near the sea. The area was 
highlighted as a lovely place to bring up children providing a very rich 
quality of life. Education was the main reason for moving from the area 
in the last 5 years, with work also being noted. 
 
DESCRIPTION OF THE ACTION PLAN AREA. 
 
Carew is situated to the north of the A477 and east of the A4075 with the 
much older western section near the castle and later developments of 
Kesteven Court and Carew Park to the east.  Sageston was a small rural 
village until the adjoining airfield was developed in 1914.  The majority of 
the new housing was constructed in the 1990's.  The estimated 
population of the two villages is 535. 
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To the south of the A477 lies the small settlement of Carew Cheriton, 
population about 35.   To the north is a group of housing at Whitehill, 
Branders Park and Pisgah, with a population of about 150 and the 
settlement of Carew Newton with about 25 people. 
 
Milton was an important village on the stage coach route to London.  It 
now lies to the north of the A477 and has a population of approximately 
130.   The Farm Shop and the Milton Manor Hotel, however, are situated 
on the south side of the bypass. 
 
Redberth, the name probably having evolved from ‘ford by the bush’ is 
the most eastern of the villages and has a population of about 70.   
 
West Williamston, with a population of about 30 lies adjacent to the 
Cresswell River. 

 
Part of the Action Plan area to the north of the A477 west of the A4075 
lies in the Pembrokeshire Coast National Park and includes elements of 
Milton, Whitehill and Branders Park.  The whole of Carew Newton and 

Carew Cheriton Church 

West Williamston 
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West Williamston lies within the National Park which is a separate 
Planning Authority. 
 
Carew Parish is a warm and ‘welcoming’ community with unique 
qualities such as the Castle, Mill and Farm shop.  There are strong 
community institutions i.e. the churches and chapels, sports, control 
tower, shop and pub.   
 

  
 
The parish is proud its unique heritage and environment, particularly the 
river, wildlife and network of footpaths.  It is a beautiful area; there is low 
crime, an excellent school, keen sports clubs and good active societies.  
A variety of activities are well supported, it is a great place to live for 
children and there are good local amenities. 
�
�
The following have been achieved or are in the proc ess of being set 
up since the 2005 Action Plan. 
 
 

Community Facilities and Services 
The Community Association meets regularly every month, calls in 
expertise and representatives as needed and is always aware of 
delivering solutions to the smaller settlements 
The Luncheon Club has been successful and is now full but still 
meets only once a fortnight. 
New clubs have been established including line dancing, keep fit, 
martial arts and a diet club. 
The Youth Club is now full (50 members) and is developing an active 
programme. 
The sports club increased in membership and now includes a hockey 
section. 
The Football and Cricket club has expanded and now has a second 
field opposite the castle. 
The tennis courts at Carew are in the process of being upgraded into 
an all purpose area. 

Celebrating the Harvest in  
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The Control Tower Group is in the process of acquiring the land 
around the building and is refurbishing the air raid shelter to form a 
study centre. 
The Association is in discussion with the Castle staff (which now 
opens throughout) to put on a Christmas Tree Festival on over the 
Yuletide period.  
Carew Play and Learn Group is developing stronger links with 
Sageston School Early Year's class for example, inviting the early 
year’s teacher into Playgroup to meet children moving up into the 
school and joining with the school for Harvest Festival celebrations. 
Carew Play and Learn Group is developing stronger links with the 
community by inviting WI members into playgroup to help with play 
activities 
Sageston School is developing a number of links with the community; 
for example taking part in the “Changing Times in Crew project”, 
entertaining different groups at Christmas and at the Luncheon Club. 
Police provide a random presence and buildings that are vulnerable 
have had their lighting improved. 
Postal collection takes place after delivery. 

 

 
Communications 
Broadband is available throughout the area. 

 
Environment & Recycling 
Daffodils have been planted at all village name signs by the youth 
club 
The Milton Nature walk (near the Welsh Water building) is in the 
process of being taken over by the Community Council and there is a 
5 year plan to develop the walk. 
PCC have introduced an improved recycling policy and there is a 
separate doorstep collection of waste for recycling.

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Local Products, Employment and Tourism 
A “Changing Times in Carew “ oral history project has been 
undertaken over the last 2 years and has resulted in the successful 
production of the 2CD pack which is for sale to residents and visitors 
in, for example, the Castle. 

 
 

Heritage 
The Youth Club is involved in practical sessions in the castle during 
holidays 
Talking History project has been completed (Changing Times in 
Carew). 
The Control Tower Group has development plan up and running. 
There was a successful 500 year anniversary of the Carew Castle 
Tournament. 
The NPA have improved their facilities and interpretation of the Castle 

 
Housing 
A housing needs survey has been done with the help of the Rural 
Housing Enabler and a local Strategy is being developed 

 
Transport, Roads and Traffic 
A bus shelter for the Rise in Redberth is under discussion with PCC 
Discussion is ongoing with PCC to extend the footpath/cycle way 
between Carew Cross and Sageston School  
The Community Council are in discussion with the Highways 
Authority concerning the problems of pedestrian safety in Bird’s Lane. 
The sign to Cosheston along the narrow Paskeston Lane from 
Cosheston now states ‘No HGV’s’  
The speed limit through Sageston has been reduced to 30mph and a 
‘No Through Road’ installed (on the former A477). 
A cycle / footpath lane has been separately identified on Carew 
Bridge. 

Carew Castle from the air 
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Police have been monitoring excessive speed. 
 
ACTION PLAN PROPOSALS 2008 

 
 
 
COMMUNITY FACILITIES AND SERVICES  
 

1. The Community Association to continue to deliver proposals 
contained in the Action Plan. Explore the idea of a Redberth 
Community Association or a subgroup of the Carew Community 
Association 

 
2. Encourage existing clubs and societies, working together where 

appropriate, to broaden their area of interest or entertainment and 
therefore increase their effectiveness and levels of attendance.  
For example the successful Luncheon Club to be held weekly 
rather than fortnightly to meet a growing demand.   

  
3. Establish new organisations, as identified in the earlier Visioning 

Exercises, including a drama group, poetry club, music groups, 
hand bell ringing, astronomy, fishing club and yoga groups. 
 

4. Develop more afternoon clubs for retired people, possibly in the 
Memorial Hall, the Chapel Hall (both at Carew) and at the Church 
Hall in Redberth.  

 
5. Support the development by Carew Play and Learn Group of a 

strip of land alongside the Memorial Hall into an all weather play 
area which will be available for use by other groups using the Hall. 

 
6. Support the Youth Club in its programme of activities, including 

contacts with other communities who are looking for ways of 
developing youth activities and involvement. 

The Community of Redberth  
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7. Support new activities for young people in Redberth Chapel Hall. 

 
8. The provision of new recreation and sports activities and facilities 

to be investigated including: 
a. a multi use games area (MUGA); the size of which would 

reflect the anticipated activities and which would provide an 
all year round attraction for older children and adults,  

b. Basketball nets, possibly near the tennis courts at Carew and 
at suitable sites in Milton, Sageston and Redberth which 
have few facilities for teenagers.    

c. The sports club to provide  
i. nets for the football goals 
ii. rugby posts 

d. A skateboard park.   
e. A circuit training route 
f. more equipment to the children’s play area at Milton  
g. Develop the play area and swings on the common at 

Redberth. 
h. PCC to improve the maintenance regime of the play 

equipment  
i. Erect covered areas for people to meet and sit. 
j. Create opportunities for music / dance / food / drink 

occasions. 
k. Develop more opportunities for young people 

 
9. Upgrade and develop the Memorial Hall and Chapel Hall at Carew 

and the Church Hall at Redberth to provide suitable bases for a 
wide range of community activities likely to appeal to all 
generations, (one of which is the Youth Club) including facilities for 
music and the serving of food and drink and for further education 
courses.  
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10. Work with existing groups to strengthen support for the:  
a. Control Tower Group and its base on Carew Airfield 
b. Kite Club initiatives  
c. additional events to be held on Carew airfield   
d. use of the Castle and French Mill as all-year venues with 

various activities and to  
e. re-introduction of the carnival or community BBQ; one 

possible site for which would be the Old Bridge at Milton.   
 

11. Encourage and manage the establishment of a 'bank' of 
volunteers and their associated skills to progress the various 
initiatives described in the Action Plan, for example in assisting 
with community care, community transport or footpath 
maintenance. A number of people have already pledged their 
support.   

 
12. The managing organisations of churches and chapels to be 

assisted to further develop the programme for the care of their 
communities and associated buildings and to consider options to 
attract additional user groups. For example the renovation of the 
School Room, Redberth and increasing its use as a local meeting 
point for both social and educational or training purposes.   (The 
Charnel House at Carew Cheriton has just received a grant for its 
renovation). 

Flags at the Carew Kite Festival 
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13. Continue to develop links between Sageston School and the local 

community.  
 

14. Discuss with health care and social service providers: 
15. Improving the arrangements for locally delivered services 

including the operation of day centre facilities (possibly at the 
Memorial Hall, Carew).    

16. Improving the provision of community based transport for 
patients to established health centres elsewhere in Pembrokeshire 
or to collect prescriptions.  

 
17. Request that the travelling library calls at Milton. Publicise the 

existing route and stops of the travelling library 
 

18. Persuade Transco to connect Milton to the mains gas supply 
and organise a 'commitment' from residents to sign up to Transco's 
affordable gas warmth programme.  This project is regarded as a 
key action in the Plan. 

 
19. The Police to continue to provide a random presence 

sufficient to deter the threat of vandalism and antisocial behaviour 
and to assist with the development of Neighbourhood Watch 
schemes. 

 
20. The County Council and property owners to continue to 

improve lighting around buildings to deter any vandalism.  
 
Replies to the community questionnaire indicated a wide variety of 
exercise being enjoyed, with the most popular forms of exercise taken in 
the community, walking, swimming and cycling. Better health, more time, 
improvements to cycle ways, footpaths, more local facilities and 
childcare were identified as ways to increase regular exercise. 
 

Carew Cheriton Church from the

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COMMUNICATIONS 
 
1. Prepare a regular newsletter, encouraging local businesses and 

services to advertise i.e.: ‘self employed gardener’ etc. 
 
2. Develop and manage the “Carew Club” web page to publicise 

sporting events and encourage participation. 
 
3. Erect more community notice boards, for example at Milton and 

Whitehill and include details of public and community transport as 
well as local information.  

 
4. Request suppliers, including BT, mobile operators, digital and 

Broadband operators to continue to improve their networks and 
thus reception in the area. 

 
 
ENVIRONMENT  
1. Develop community Gardening Club(s), which could include  

·  encouraging interest in gardening generally  
·  upgrading Redberth Village Green, planting flower borders, 

shrubs and trees - 'Redberth in Bloom'.  
·  opening local gardens as a basis for fund raising and 'best kept 

village' and to raise the profile of the area. 
·  greening the environment and diversifying bird life by installing 

bird boxes, clearing areas and creating a duck pond and 
improving the management of the stream banks to increase 
their attraction, for example on the village green or the common 
land at Redberth. 

 
2. Start an Environment Club to further understanding of the local 

area, including estuary management (and the possibility of 
increasing opportunities for fishing), organic farming, management 
of common land (particularly on Redberth Common) and control of 
Japanese Knotweed and other invasive plants. 

 
3. Progress improvements to the villages through a volunteer team, 

for example: 
·  maintaining or improving rights of way  
·  planting trees and shrubs on village greens etc.   
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4. Work with the Environment Agency and the County Council to 
reduce the possibility of the stream flooding at Carew Cheriton. 

 
5. Improve and maintain the quality of the rights of way network in the 

area; to include: 
·  cutting back of vegetation  
·  clearing fallen trees or other impediments  
·  improving drainage where this causes access problems    
 
The development of an improved rights of way network is seen as 
a key project in the Action Plan (bridleways and footpaths).  

  
5. Organise a Footpath or Walking Group whose role would include 

regularly walking the rights of way and assisting in their 
maintenance, including undertaking minor improvement works to 
gates, stiles, bridges etc and to increase opportunities for peoples 
with disabilities.    
 

 
7. PCC / NPA to improve the signposting and way marking of rights 

of way. 
 

8. Examples of paths requiring maintenance include:  
·  Paddock Walk (a priority in the Rights of Way programme). 
·  Carding Mill nature trail from the Water Works building at Milton 

to Carew Cheriton and around the marsh.  
·  Pathways at Redberth 
·  the bridleway from Radford Pill crossing Paskeston Lane near 

Milton to the A477. 
 
Wherever practical all rights of way should be easy of access or 
have gates rather than stiles. 

Stile along the Road near Carew 
Newton 
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9. Explore with the landowners the possibilities of: 

·  improved walking/bridleway access to the foreshore throughout 
the Plan area including access in the vicinity of Radford Farm 
and associated links to the nearby bridle path.   

·  (subject to any bio-diversity issues) opening up the marsh area 
at Milton for public access.  

·  shore-side access to Radford Pill by using Carrion Lane / 
Paskeston Lane to Radford Pill and / or construct a small quay / 
launching slip downstream of the French Mill at Carew to 
encourage kayaking or small boat sailing.  (Any proposal will 
require discussions with the County Council as Highway 
Authority, the PCNPA and other organisations connected with 
the waterway).  

 
10. Place additional benches / picnic tables, particularly along those 

walks which attract the less mobile, for example that around the 
castle, and within villages, including Carew, Redberth, Sageston, 
Whitehill and Pisgah.  Provide dog fouling bins along footpath 
routes. 

 
11. Develop additional nature trails and interpretative literature or 

boards. 
 
12. Work with the Young Farmers Club and with the NFU and FUW to 

encourage farmers and other large landowners to  
·  manage meadows in a manner which will favour native wildlife. 
·  expand the proportion of organically based produce. 
·  limit the amount of rapeseed harvested. 
  
 

LOCAL PRODUCTS, EMPLOYMENT AND TOURISM 
 

Government policy on the payment of pensions and benefits 
continues to threaten the viability of smaller Post Offices/shops - the 
proposed closure of the Milton Post Office has just been announced. 
There will be a mobile service at Milton, which should be open at set 
times daily. 

 
1. Develop a village resource centre in Carew / Sageston to operate 

as a one-stop-shop including a Post Office, shop and local base 
for occasional health care, employment, an area branch of an 
established Credit Union (e.g. of the Landsker C.U. at Kilgetty) and 
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other services (but with consideration for existing retail outlets in 
the area, for example the Farm Shop).   One option could be the 
adaptation or extension of the Memorial Hall at Carew.  A Kwik-e-
mart is one possibility.  A newspaper delivery service. 

2. Open a regular tearoom or café, possibly in the Tidal Mill or at 
Milton. 

3. Continue to improve the attraction of public houses in the area for 
residents and visitors. 

4. Host business development evenings and further education 
opportunities including self employment, possibly at the Memorial 
Hall or Sageston School; initially with either a tourism theme or the 
development of IT (including website design).  

5. Investigate the possibilities of abstracting and selling the 
'wonderful spring water' at Milton.  

 

6. Work with farmers to develop, locally market and generally 
advertise their ‘organic food’ production activities.  

7. Other proposals which would increase tourism and related spend 
in the area include updating and increasing the number of 
interpretive boards describing the natural environment, important 
buildings and their history,  For example in car parks, by Carew 
Bridge, in Sageston, in Whitehill (old wells), Rosemary Lane and 
Hoyles (burial mounds) and at Pisgah.  

8. Update the current information boards showing current attractions 
and events and showing local footpaths and cycleway links to sites 
of interest. 

Carew River south from the 
Bridge 
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9. Developing the 'heritage' potential of the area in its own right and 
as an economic activity is regarded as a key project. 

10. Improve parking arrangements at the farm shop and hence its use 
by the community. 

Results from the community questionnaire indicated that 6 people (out of 
35 responses) manage or own their own business 4 owning premises 
and 2 renting local premises. A total of 16 people are employed either 
full or part time in these local businesses. Challenges to running a 
business in the community were identified as poor transport links and 
high business rates. 
 
HERITAGE 

 
1. Develop the heritage and recreational potential of the area for both 

residents and visitors and to create education/interpretation and 
entertainment related jobs.  Specific proposals include  

 
·  support on-going development of the Control Tower  
·  working with PCNPA (as managers of Carew Castle and the 

Tidal Mill) to increase the attraction of both properties for 
residents and visitors; for example by  

·  increasing the involvement of adults in the 
interpretation of the Castle and its history, including out 
of season training for their proposed roles, possibly 
using Sageston School.  

·  increased lighting / 'son et lumiere' for the castle and 
the Mill.  

·  covering a room or area in the Castle for use in wet 
weather  

·  extending the medieval banqueting season.  

History Society visit to the 
Templeton Collection 2006 
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·  diversifying attractions, for example a classical music 
festival in the Castle grounds.  This proposal is 
regarded as having particular priority. 

·  exploring opportunities for turning medieval trades into 
craft making and sales stalls.  

·  review the design and content of the current interpretation 
boards to ensure they remain attractive, provide up to date 
information and add additional boards as required - candidates 
for additional boards include Carew Cheriton, Pisgah and 
Redberth. 

·  Incorporate more of the history of the area in existing displays 
and interpretive boards (keep a photographic record of the 
boards to be replaced). 

 
·  Identify a building in one of the villages for a permanent 

exhibition.  
·  Development of the Control Tower as a Military Heritage Centre 

and increase the periods it is open to the public.  

 
 

·  renovate the Charnel House at Carew Cheriton. 
·  Support the Changing Times in Carew & Control Tower 

plans. 
·  More community use of the Castle and Mill 

Interpretation Panel of Carew Castle 
& Mill 

Vehicles on Display at the V.E. 
Day Celebrations at the Control 
Tower. 
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·  Encourage dog owners to keep their dogs on leads around 
the Mill and Castle with more prominent notices 

 
HOUSING 

 
1. Increase the provision of affordable housing for proven local needs 

by encouraging  
·  the Planning Authorities (PCC and where appropriate PCNPA) 

to require new housing developments to include a proportion of 
affordable houses for first time buyers or for rent (arising from 
Section 106 Agreements)   

·  a housing association or community land trust to build new or 
convert existing buildings to provide affordable accommodation 
for local needs.  

·  rents of tenanted properties to be affordable. 

 
Replies to the community questionnaire suggested that 6 families might 
be looking to move house in the next 2 years. 1 family will be looking for 
a private home, 3 looking for affordable housing and 2 to rent property in 
the future. 
 
 
TRANSPORT, ROADS AND TRAFFIC  
 
Any proposals to be progressed with the County Council as the 
Transportation Authority and, where appropriate, with the operators.  
 
Improving the delivery of public / community transport is regarded as a 
key project in the Action Plan.   

 
1. Work with Pembrokeshire County Council and relevant 

organisations to develop opportunities for sustainable transport 

Whitehill Cottages 
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(actions which would encourage people to walk cycle or take 
public transport rather than depend on the private car).  Examples 
include:  

 
a. Undertake a survey of local public transport needs with the 

intention of encouraging the operator to increase the 
frequency and improve the convenience of the 360/361 
service.   

 
2. Discuss with Arriva Wales, National Express and the local bus 

companies the integration of bus/rail services at Kilgetty or Tenby 
(the most convenient link points for rail and National bus service 
connections for the Action Plan area).  

 
3. Improve the quality of buses for passengers. 

 
4. Develop a community bus scheme to complement the limited 

360/361 services, particularly for use in the evenings, on Sundays 
and to carry local groups or teams to specific events or 
destinations.   A number of models are being delivered in 
Pembrokeshire which depend on one or more of the following 
elements: 

 
a. operation of a minibus to cater for a more localised demand  
b. a locally based co-ordinator / manager for a ‘dial a ride’ 

service. 
c. use of a volunteer driver(s). (Examples include Manorbier 

and District Community Transport Association, Narberth 
(Bloomfield Bus) and the Preseli Green Dragon).  

d. Install additional bus shelters or upgrade current shelters, 
particularly on school routes, The Rise, Redberth & Carew 
are a priority. 

 
5. Highlight to Pembrokeshire County Council as the Highway 

Authority the need to:  
a. Regularly maintain or improve roadside verges or extend the 

provision of pavements and cycle ways to encourage walking 
and cycling within and between villages, for example: 

b. between Kesteven Court, Carew Inn and Sageston. 
c. from the A477 via Carew Cross and across Carew Bridge. 

(The construction of a separate walkway / cycleway crossing 
over the river Carew to be a priority). Lighting to be installed 
where appropriate.   
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d. develop safe routes to Sageston C.P. School for walkers and 
cyclists.  

e. Work with the other Community Councils, Community 
Associations and the County Council to construct a cycle 
path from Redberth to Kilgetty (not necessarily following the 
A477).  

f. Any works to include accessibility for wheelchair users and 
ensuring photographic evidence is made before changes are 
developed.  

g. Consider traffic calming measures in Birds Lane 
 

6. Re-surface the C class road from Redberth to the former A477 
east of the village. 

 
7. Increase the number of off-street parking spaces in Redberth. 

 
8. Highway lighting  

a. PCC to upgrade highway lighting to minimise light pollution.  
b. Install street lighting at Pisgah and Sageston.  

 
9. Continue to review the implementation of possible traffic impact 

reduction schemes to lower speeds and / or dissuade use of the 
car for short journeys particularly along Birds Lane and the A4075 
at Carew and on the road from the former A477 to St Mary’s 
Church, Redberth.  Existing proposals include improving the 
visibility of the “No Through Road” sign at west end of Sageston. 

 
10. Dyfed-Powys Police to continue to monitor excessive vehicle 

speeds. Introduce traffic calming measures by Bartswell and Birds 
Lane. 

 
11. Install new safety bars at the ford to Crickchurch Farm.  

 
The community questionnaire indicated that all respondees mainly used 
a car for the most significant part of their travel needs and to access 
facilities. 12 families said that they would prefer to use a different form of 
transport, particularly young people. The distance from the bus stops, 
inconvenient times and routes and disability access were sited as 
barriers to using existing public transport. 
 
WASTE DISPOSAL AND RECYCLING 
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1. Encourage Pembrokeshire County Council and appropriate 
organisation(s) to improve waste collection, recycling and waste 
disposal arrangements through the introduction / operation of    

2. separating wastes into different categories to facilitate subsequent 
recycling.  The current orange bag scheme may need to be more 
sophisticated.   

3. the installation of additional recycling bins at convenient locations, 
particularly glass, which is not within the orange bag scheme, for 
example at Milton, and to include facilities at existing Carew site 
for recycling of plastics. 

4. PCC to install and empty additional litter and 'dog mess' bins as 
required along the most popular walks and in villages, for example, 
Sageston and Redberth and the nature walks at Milton. 

5. Identify a site for community composting.  

6. Improve the quality / frequency of street sweeping to include 
cleanliness of hedges and verges. 

7. Improve the operating quality of the existing sewage works at 
Carew 

8. Where practical install new sewerage systems or extend the 
existing mains systems to include unconnected properties with 
priorities at Redberth (where the option is to install a sewerage 
system and treatment plant or to link with another) and at Whitehill 
/ Branders Park where there is no mains system. 

9.  Increase the capacity of Septic Tanks. 

10. Build public toilets in the vicinity of the Tidal Mill which are open for 
general use. 

11. Improve control on the spreading of treated waste from sewage 
works on agricultural land.  

 
IMPLEMENTATION / ACTIVITY GROUPS 
 
In order that the Action Plan can be progressed effectively it is proposed 
to continue the work of the special interest Working Groups within the 
Community Association.  The Groups to work in partnership with the 
Community Council and in consultation with the relevant providers, for 
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example the Highway Authority or the Environment Agency, to prepare 
more detailed action programmes giving priority and focus to those 
proposals which are capable of early implementation.  
 
The Groups are currently centred on: 

·  Community facilities and services and housing 
·  Environment (including rights of way, waste and recycling) 
·  Heritage and tourism 
·  Traffic and transport 

 
It is important that the Groups work: 

·  to deliver the agreed Action Plan 
·  with existing groups already formed in the Plan area 
·  meet on a regular basis 
·  keep the broader community informed of progress.
