Walk...
Saundersfoot 

Circular

This circular walk offers 

a considerable variety of 

scenery, passing through 

woodland, wetland, 

fields and along lanes 

and coast path. En-route 

are the historic villages 

of East Williamston and 

Penally and the seaside, 

harbour towns of Tenby 

and Saundersfoot. This 

route can be walked in its 

entirety or broken into two 

alternative, linear routes 

between the stations of 

Tenby and Saundersfoot.

The total route is 

15m/23.8km, 7-8hrs. This walk 

offers a considerable 

variety of 

scenery, 

passing 

through 

woodland, 

lanes, 

wetland, 

fields, towns 

and along the 

Coast Path. 

There are some 

climbs on the 

Coast Path north 

of Waterwynch 

notably Lodge 

Valley. Ascents 

469mtrs/1524ft, 

descents 484mtrs/

1573ft. There are 8 

footbridges, 2 kissing 

gates, 12 stiles, 2 

boardwalks, 2 gates 

and 1 ford. 

On leaving Saundersfoot 

Station turn right under the 

railway bridge and head into 

Pentlepoir. Turn left along the 

main road towards Wooden, 

and turn right along a lane 

just before the Woodbridge 

Inn. Take the path on the left 

through a kissing gate and a 

gate to Clayford road. Turn 

right then left up the drive 

marked Kite Hill, turning right 

into a path after 100mtrs/

109yds. Cross some small 

fields and a stream and climb 

to the small village of East 

Williamston. 

EAST WILLIAMSTON 

A small village on what 

was once the main road to 

Pembroke. The village was the 

centre of the Pembrokeshire 

coalfield, but is now a peaceful 

village in the heart of the 

Pembrokeshire countryside.
